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HAMPTON ROADS AREA NAVY PAYROLL FIGURES UP 21%, 

WORKFORCE REMAINS STABLE, FEWER SHIPS AND AIRCRAFT 
 

Norfolk, VA – Commander, Navy Region Mid-Atlantic has released the fiscal year 2003 

Navy impact statistical data for the Hampton Roads area.   

Overall personnel and employment numbers remained mostly stable.  Area payroll figures 

are up nearly 21 per cent with the increase attributable to the War on Terrorism although the 

number of active duty Sailors and Marines and families in the area has slightly decreased.   

Operationally, the number of ships and aircraft operating from Hampton Roads is slightly 

lower with the decommissioning of three ships and one aviation squadrons. 

 Navy-awarded contracts in the area decreased by nearly 25 per cent during fiscal 

year 2003.  The decrease is attributed to a decrease in awards and modifications involving Newport 

News Shipbuilding. 

The Navy’s regional business office compiles the figures annually from local and national 

agencies.
